Virtual Community Meeting - May 31, 2023

Community Meeting in Brief

A virtual gathering, including a presentation and facilitated conversation, to introduce and discuss

Hatfield 2040: A Vision to Protect, Prepare, and Prosper. Hosted online by the Hatfield Comprehensive

Plan Committee and Pioneer Valley Planning (PVPC) Commission, this community meeting was

complementary to other community engagement efforts that have been conducted as a part of this

comprehensive planning process such as communication and engagement with key stakeholder groups

(farmers, seniors, and youth), an in-person drop-in event, and a community-wide online survey.

The meeting began with presentations from Town staff and consultant team members on:

● Project background and the process to develop the Hatfield 2040 Comprehensive Plan

● Overview of what will be included in the plan

● Climate flood projections for Hatfield

● Findings from farmer & age-friendly & youth listening sessions

Presentations were followed by breakout discussions where residents were asked to share their hopes

for Hatfield for 20 years from now and what they think is most important for this comprehensive plan to

Welcome

Ona Ferguson from CBI welcomed all attendees and reviewed the meeting agenda. Shawn Robinson and

Micki Sanderson, Co-Chairs of the Comprehensive Planning Committee welcomed participants.

Presentation Summary: What are we doing & who is involved?

Stephanie Slysz, Town of Hatfield Planning Board Chair, provided an overview of the planning project

including Hatfield’s planning history, the 2021 Municipal Vulnerability Preparedness Plan (MVP) and

current priority to develop a Climate Smart Comprehensive Plan that emphasizes a climate resilient town

master plan and incentivizes climate-resilient farming. She explained that the plan will be developed

over the next year and submitted in June 2024 for final approval.

Presentation Summary: What are we doing & what is the context?

Ken Comia, Pioneer Valley Planning Commission, explained the purpose of a Municipal Vulnerability

Preparedness Plan (MVP) and what the plan will include. He also shared the top priorities of the MVP:

● Create a climate resilient town master plan that enables and guides planning for climate impacts

● Incentivize climate-resilient farming that enables transitions to better practices related to soils,

diversity of crops, and long- term farmland protection

The plan will include the following chapters:

● Economic Development

● Facilities, Services, and Social Resilience

● Farming

● Health and Social Environment

● Historic and Cultural Resources

● Housing

● Land Use

● Transportation and Circulation

Ken shared what the project team had learned so far about each of these categories which can be found

on Slides 17-23 of the meeting presentation.

Presentation Summary: Understanding Flood Risks - Climate Data & Projections

Rich Niles and Joseph Kirby shared data on flood risks and climate change projections that pose a threat

to critical infrastructure in the town including:

● Chestnut St. to School St. to Town Hall/Main St. to Levee to CT River

● Bridge St. to Elementary School to Main St. to Levee to CT River

● Elm St. to Maple St. to Levee to CT River

● Town Hall

● The Fire Department

They also shared various strategies to protect critical facilities and infrastructure which can be found on

Slides 32-37 of the meeting presentation.

Presentation Summary: Highlights from Listening Sessions & Surveys

Patty Gambarini (PVPC) summarized the findings from listening sessions and surveys with farmers, older

adults, and youth in Hatfield and emphasized the following themes that emerged:

● Farmers: Homes and fields located along rivers; reliance on economic livelihood that increasingly

difficult due to weather extremes and unpredictable seasonal temperatures
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● Older Adults: Age, social isolation, limited income, lack of access to social networks and support

services; and greater health risks with increased extreme heat.

● Youth: Generally growing chronic anxiety and stress over climate change, which may increase

the risk of mental and physical problems.

More detailed feedback from the listening sessions and surveys can be found in the meeting

presentation.

Breakout Discussions: Dynamic Tensions & Critical Conversations

Attendees were divided into three breakout groups to discuss two questions:

● What are your hopes for Hatfield for 20 years from now?

● What do you think is most important for this comprehensive plan to address?

Residents and CPC members engaged in robust breakout discussions that emphasized several dynamic

tensions and critical conversations facing the town:

● Balancing Affordable Housing and Farmland Preservation:

○ The challenge of finding a balance between the need for affordable housing and the

preservation of farmland.

○ Addressing concerns and potential opposition to affordable housing projects due to

misconceptions about low- income housing.

○ Exploring creative zoning strategies that increase the number of affordable homes while

preserving agricultural land.

● Climate Change Resilience and Infrastructure Development:

○ Managing the impact of climate change on infrastructure, including addressing issues

related to flooding, extreme heat, and severe weather events.

○ Ensuring infrastructure development aligns with climate resilience goals and minimizes

vulnerability to climate- related hazards.

○ Determining the cost of climate adaptation measures and balancing them with other

infrastructure needs.

● Managing Population Shifts and Demographic Changes:

○ Addressing the needs and concerns of an aging population while attracting and retaining

young families to ensure a diverse demographic and economic mix.

○ Ensuring that housing options and community resources support the needs of both long-

time residents and newcomers.

○ Fostering inclusivity and addressing feelings of disconnection in a changing community.

● Supporting Small Businesses and Economic Development:

○ Addressing the challenges faced by busy parents and finding ways to involve newcomers

in town Governance.

○ Balancing the town's rural character and charm with the need for diversity and

inclusivity.

● Promoting Climate Preparedness and Emergency Response:

○ Raising awareness about climate change impacts and the importance of climate

preparedness.

○ Strengthening emergency response plans and infrastructure to address climate- related

risks and hazards.

○ Ensuring accessibility and assistance for vulnerable populations during emergencies.

● Fiscal Responsibility and Revenue Generation:

○ Providing needed and desired services and amenities within a limited budget.

○ Exploring alternative ways to generate income for the town other than raising taxes for

residents.

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Residents are discussing various recreational and open space 
initiatives. Suggestions include embracing water as a resource 
and creating recreational spaces, such as pocket parks with 
benches and swing sets. There is a desire for safe sidewalks, 
access to nature trails, and more park spaces for activities like 
pickle-​ball and concerts. Concerns about vulnerable 
populations on trails and the need for facilities like bathrooms 
and handicap accessibility are also raised. Additionally, 
residents express interest in preserving land for agriculture, 
protecting wildlife, and providing education about the river 
ecosystem.

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Residents are recognizing the importance of emergency 
preparedness and protecting and improving infrastructure. 
Issues such as drought, tornadoes, flooding, and the need to 
enlarge the sewage treatment plant are raised. There is a focus 
on controlling growth, careful development, and protecting 
critical resources and infrastructure. The maintenance of a 
levee to protect against flooding is deemed crucial. Concerns 
about climate change, resilience during flooding, and the cost 
of action or inaction are also expressed. Additionally, there is a 
need for emergency planning, signage for evacuations, and 
assistance for individuals with mobility limitations or health 
risks.

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The residents are reflecting on the character and community of 
Hatfield. They express the desire for a community space to 
gather, a welcoming environment for people of all backgrounds, 
and a place that connects different generations and residents. 
They highlight the importance of welcoming newcomers to help 
them understand town governance and get involved. There is a 
recognition that despite being a small town, there is a need to 
address feelings of disconnection and improve accessibility. The 
residents emphasize the value of maintaining the town's rural 
character, preserving its charm, and remaining a close-​knit 
community. They also mention the need for more community 
events, a historic area that can serve as a hub for all ages, and 
improved communication and interface among town 
committees. Additionally, there are discussions about retaining 
the town's identity while welcoming diversity and addressing the 
challenges faced by busy parents. The residents express the 
desire for a new library, better facilities, and a visioning 
statement that reflects the town's direction. They also stress the 
importance of taking care of long-​time residents and fostering 
inclusivity.

There is a desire 
to educate youth for a changing world and explore options to keep the 
schools open without burdening taxpayers. They also consider the 
impact of school choices on home values and explore complementary 
visions for the schools

Participants engaged in a discussion about housing and 
affordability in Hatfield. The conversation touched upon the 
importance of retaining and attracting young families to the 
area, the challenge of balancing affordable housing with 
preserving farmland, and the role of creative zoning in increasing 
the supply of affordable homes while preserving land. Concerns 
were expressed about potential opposition to affordable 
housing projects due to misconceptions about low-​income 
housing.  Access and availability for low-​income individuals were 
emphasized, alongside the need to avoid displacing current 
residents while accommodating new families. The potential for 
increased rental housing and the possibility of creating 
neighborhood communities beyond the downtown area were 
discussed as well. Ultimately, the participants recognized the 
necessity of expanding housing options to promote a diverse 
demographic and economic mix in Hatfield.

There is an awareness about children feeling anxiety 
and the need to address their well-​being. The 
importance of not squeezing out seniors with new 
developments is emphasized. The long waiting list 
for facilities like Capawonk is mentioned, and 
options for the senior center are being explored. 
The goal is to keep people in their homes as long as 
they want to be there and address the overall needs 
of the residents. Attracting young families is seen as 
vital for the town's future, alongside supporting the 
aging population. The impact of climate change on 
young people's mental health is acknowledged. 
There is a dream of creating a sustainable future for 
the next generation.
